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TERMS OF COMPETITION

Conditions of Play

The tournament will be held in accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by the R&A Rules Limited and Local Rules
as approved by the Southern Cape Golf Union.

Entry Requirements

Open to Amateurs who are older than 50 (Fifty) years of age, and members of a Golf Club affiliated to GolfRSA and who
have a handicap index of 9.9 or less as assessed in terms of the GolfRSA Course Rating and Handicapping System.
Players must be 50 (Fifty) years of age before the start date of the tournament.

Entries

Entries will be limited to 90 players. Should more than 90 entries be received, entries will be reduced by the Tournament
Organizing Committee based on the GOLFRSA Senior Rankings, higher handicap index or by means they deem to be
fair.

Exemption Categories:

Entrants who are exempt from a ballot will be:

a) The top 50 players on the SAGA Senior Player Ranking list as of FRIDAY, 101" May 2024,

b) Twelve (12) SCGU Senior players as determined by the Tournament Organising Committee.

c) Other entrants as determined by the Southern Cape Golf Union.

Form of Competition

The tournament is played over two days at George Golf Club. Eighteen (18) holes Medal Stroke Play will be played on
Monday morning 27" May and eighteen (18) holes Medal Stroke Play will be played on Tuesday morning 28" May 2024.
In the event of a tie for the championship, a sudden death play-off will take place until the winner is determined. All other
count outs will be done using the R&A Tournament count out method. This will be done via the Albatros Scoring Program
that will be used during the Tournament.

Draw & Starting Times

www.golfrsa.co.za, Southern Cape Golf Union’s office and on the Unions web site www.scqu.co.za. It is the player's
responsibility to obtain his tee-off time.

Reqistration

All participating players must register at least 30 minutes prior to their tee off time on Monday 27" May 2024. The
registration area will be located in the Lounge area of the George Golf Club’s Clubhouse.

If,

during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance-measuring device to gauge or measure other conditions that might
affect his play (e.g. elevation changes, wind speed, etc.), the player is in breach of Rule 4-3a (1).

*Penalty

for breach of Rule 4-3a (1): First offence: Two Strokes, Second offence: Disqualification
